 Computer scoring and electronic timing with touch-pads 
and both electronic and manual stop watches.  Electronic 
timing for 25 yard races (no touch-pads). 

 

ENTRY LIMITATIONS: A swimmer may swim a maximum of THREE events and 
TWO relays.  A swimmer’s age on December 1 will 
determine the age of participation.

 Awards will be sorted by teams and may be picked up by 

coaches at the end of the meet.
